Dear Family,

Just a short note to thank you for sending the books so promptly.  They arrived quite safely, and I appreciate your efforts.

The weather has not been exactly springlike here.  Yesterday morning (early) it began snowing and has been doing so since.  We now have 3 inches and spring has again been set back a week or so.

Black bears are out now and one hungry fellow has been visiting our porch daily.  He’s really persistent and today I had to throw wood and rocks at him to drive him off.  They can get to be a nuisance if they get into the habit of rummaging for food.

P.S.  We’re going to town tomorrow and expect to hear final word from Aunt Clara.
